Suggestions on How to Prepare

· Write questions on flash cards as you read each book.  The questions should be written in the form “IN WHAT BOOK DID _________________________________  (something happen?) EXAMPLE:  An example is, “In what book do some shoes fall on the main character’s head?

Answer:  Holes by Louis Sachar
           Make sure to write and title and author on the other side of the flash

           card.
· Keep a journal where you write about each book that you read.

· Make sure that you put the title and name of the author at the top of each page

· Write Events at the top of one page and write down all the major events that happen in the story.
· Write Setting at the top of another page and describe the major settings as you come to them in the book.

· Write the name of each of the major characters on the top of a different page.  One page for each character.  Record the events or experiences that happened to this character on their page.  When you learn something new about the character, write that information on that character’s page.

· Write interesting and unusual details on another page and record all the details that fit this description on that page. One of the things we observed about the questions was that many of the questions were about minor details from the story so this is an especially important page.

· Later you can make flash cards from your notes so that you can quiz yourself or your team mates.

Remember, the questions will be asked in the form “IN WHAT BOOK DID _________________________”.  An example is, “In what book do a pig and a spider develop a friendship?”
Answer:  Charlotte’s Web by E.B. White
